My mother sent me to Heathfield 
because she had loved her time 
there.  Both of us belonged to 

Queens House and were taught art 
by Miss Johnston and needlework 
by Miss Spray.  Mum always told 
me that back then you took exams 
whenever you were considered able 
enough so apparently she left at 16 
with the equivalent of Maths, French 
and History of Art A Levels to go 
to a finishing school in Switzerland 
called Chateau D’Oeux.  Nowadays 
I’m sure she would have been fast 
tracked into Oxbridge!  Her abiding 
memory of Heathfield was its 
beautiful chapel and we always said 
the heady combination of incense, 
enthusiastic singing and the St 
Anne’s Mass was unbeatable.

In her 40s, my mother became a 
county councillor and then head 
of adoption and social services for 
Kent County Council.  She also 
did much work for Kent police 
authority and was instrumental in 
establishing Sandwich Technology 
School and a bypass for Eastry.  
Of her myriad commitments to 
community service, Mum was 
probably most involved in the

“You can’t go anywhere in the 
world without bumping into a 
Heathfield girl’’. So said the father 
of one of my contemporaries. Well, 
he wasn’t far off!

Either by chance or design, I’ve met up with 
Heathfield girls in India, Venice, Paris-bound 
‘planes, Deauville, South of France, Italy, Spain, 
New York, Washington and Cape Town. Even 
now six members of my form have met up 
for the past four years to go on walking 
holidays in France and Italy. Having been keen 
to see the photos and expecting them to 

have stayed in a fairly up-market hotel, I was rather alarmed to see they had 
shared a room like ‘Big Top’ complete with identical iron-bar beds! ‘’Couldn’t 
you have stayed somewhere a bit more comfortable?’’ I asked. ‘’Oh no’’ came 
the reply from a former Victor Ludorum winner ‘’we had a wonderful  
time, it took us right back’’. Going ‘right back’ for me conjures up memories 
of climbing ‘Aggie’- that tree at the end of the  
dis-used golf course which was virtually a 
‘must do’ for every new girl. Whilst getting up 
the tree was a bit of a challenge, coming down 
was positively frightening! In later years I learnt 
this was due to vertigo which still manifests 
itself in everyday life.

One of my favourite classes, along with Miss 
Johnston’s History of Art, was Miss Spray’s 
needlework classes which had a relaxed 
but rewarding atmosphere with pupils 
from several different forms. In later years, I 
designed for the fashion accessory department 
of Harvey Nichols. I had my designs made up in India and would have sold 
some at the St. Nicholas stalls in the 1980s. The stalls had come a long way 
since we made toffee apples, chocolate-covered crispies and fudge to sell for 
the Priory up the road! I also very much enjoyed the International Evenings 
which were introduced when I was in the Fifth Form. No English was allowed 
to be spoken, the cuisine European and am I imagining but was there a little 
wine? The French and Italian girls did a Can-Can and I was inveigled into doing 
a very unauthentic Indian dance in a sari.

We definitely weren’t all sweetness and light though! Apart from the very 
well organised midnight swim in the then new swimming pool - which was 
never found out, there was the incident of gassing the cockroaches in the 
science lab! In later years, during my visits to India, I wish we’d made a more 
widespread job of it! Also there was the incident of pelting the tastefully 
displayed Ming-style china vases on the Fifth Form common-room’s wall as if  
at a coconut shy at a fair! In both cases we were given a right telling off by 
Mrs Phillips and deservedly punished.

It’s always said that you can remember where you were when you heard 
the news that President Kennedy had been assassinated. I was in the Fourth 
Form, ill in bed with flu when I heard the news on my trannie while everyone 
else was down at supper. Also when in the Fourth Form, like the majority of 
us, I attended Confirmation classes only to find out when the appropriate 
documents were required that I hadn’t been baptised.  So, full credit to 
Heathfield, they organised Holy Water to be flown from the river Jordan and 
I was baptised in the nick of time in the Chapel by the Rev (Mr) Phillips having 
as my godparents Miss Gallagher whose devotion to the Chapel activities was 
unparalleled, Miss Dawn Mackay, the then Headmistress and a friend from 
my form. Several of our form members became God-parents to each other’s 
children in later life.

There was great rejoicing when a member of the Sixth Form was accepted 
into Oxford and we were all given the day off! She was extremely popular 
as a result. My popularity was definitely on a high note during Royal Ascot 
week when my mother and brother would send me a Fortnum and Mason’s 
hamper dropped in by the chauffeur during the races. I remember being given 
permission to watch my brother’s horse Oedipe run (and win) at Aintree 
on TV during class time! All very civilized! As was sitting on the front lawn 
listening to The Beatles and Procul Harum records. One of the most popular 
songs of the day was by The Animals: The House of the Rising Sun which we 
hummed if our headmistress was approaching, her first name being Dawn! 

With the exception of cold corridors in winter and bashed thumbs on the 
lacrosse pitch, my school days are heaped with sunny memories and I could 
never have wished for better life-long friends. Schooling is not only about 
academic achievement but also, most importantly, to inspire learning which 
can carry on throughout life.

Recently I have been distributing and promoting a book entitled A Maharaja’s 
Turf about my father’s 1934 Epsom Derby win with Windsor Lad. It has 

been written by my Indian half-nephew 
Indra Vikram Singh, featuring many of the 
contemporary newspaper articles and press-
cuttings of the event. Being a professional 
sportswriter (specialising in cricket), he knows 
how to capture the electrifying atmosphere. 
The reader gets transported back in time and 
caught up in every moment with fascinating 
anecdotes about the personalities of the day 
from all walks of life - like Gypsy Lee, Prince 
Monolulu, Charlie Smirke, Marcus Marsh, 
the other owners and descriptions of the 
spectators from the Royal Box. There is a 
certain amount on the state of Rajpipla and 

my father’s earlier life. I have written a chapter which gives a fuller dimension 
to his life and achievements. This book is full of photographs and makes easy 
reading and would be perfect in a guest bedroom. The book has already 
drawn favourable comments from the racing legends: Sir Peter O’Sullivan 
C.B.E., Lester Piggott, Brough Scott M.B.E. and Dr. Amin Jaffer who was 
responsible for putting on the highly acclaimed The Maharaja’s Exhibition at 
the V&A. I have compiled an Index which can be found on the appropriate 
website which would be of great interest to current owners and breeders 
and the descendants of the people mentioned.
